III. Conduct Expectations

IV. Procedures
I. Classwork: As soon as you hear me address the class, stop what you are doing (talking, working, etc.) and turn your attention to me. 
II. Submitting Work: All work should be turned into the appropriate basket located on the black countertop. 
III. Makeup Work: 
i. When absent, you have as many days to make up work as you missed from school.
ii. It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to check with me for the missed assignments.
iii. If you are absent on a quiz or test day, be prepared to take the test the FIRST day you return. IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO ASK FOR YOUR MAKEUP QUIZ/TEST. 
iv. You CANNOT makeup tests or quizzes after 2 weeks post-test date. 
v. All late work will lose 5 points per day late. 
vi. Late work WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED after 10 school days have passed since the assignment date.  
V. Grades: I use a total-points system in this class. This means your assignments may be worth a variety of points, but all you need to do to keep up with your average is to divide the total points you’ve earned for your grades by the total points that were possible. You can also use PowerSchool. 
VI. Conferences with parents/guardians: I will be glad to meet with your parents/guardians. They may call RHS or email me to make an appointment for afternoons (after 3:00 PM).
